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National Summit of the First Peoples of Canada
11-13 June 2010

Forgiveness, worship, dance, friendship, healing, tears, joy, freedom, unity, protocol and celebra-
tion are words that describe the national Forgiven Summit of the First Peoples of Canada on 11-13
June, 2010 in Ottawa, Canada. This was a time that First nations, Inuit and Metis people, came to-
gether from all across Canada to give a formal response, “We forgive you”, to their government,
who had given an official apology on 11 June 2008 for the wrongs and abuses that happened in the
residential schools. 3800 people were pre-registered for the gathering.

Kenny Blacksmith carried the vision and spearheaded this successful gathering. There were sev-
eral members of government present, along with several chiefs of the tribes. First Nations tribes
from across the country gathered together and presented their government with a signed Charter
of Forgiveness. Young adults also signed the Charter, representing the generation behind those
who were victims of the abuse in residential schools.

Many people from around the world also attended in support and unity of First Nations people,
and to witness this historical time in Canada’s history. I, myself, traveled from Massachusetts,
USA, to witness this reconciliation gathering, and to also support the First Nations people of Can-
ada, also hoping one day I will witness the same between America’s First Nations people and our
government. There were dancers, musicians, singers who all came together to lead us in worship-
ping Creator God and to thank Him for the ability to forgive and be restored and set free to be who
He has created us all to be. At one point, a question was asked - how many in attendance were
non-native. And then First Nations people were asked to look around and see the support they
had. It was a picture of true unity, and one that, again, only Creator God could orchestrate.

To witness such an event as this, was a privilege from above. Listening to those who were survi-
vors of the residential schools, intentionally willing to forgive their government, was testimony to
the grace of Creator God, and willingness of the people to heal their lives and their land, and walk
in reconciliation. It was said more than once that this was just the beginning and for the people to
move forward, and keep moving forward in the love and freedom of Creator God. In witnessing
protocol, it can be said that no one can out give First Nations people. Beautiful gifts from the heart
were given to individuals in honor of who they were or what they have done.

After the formalities were over, a mighty celebration took place with different bands and dance
groups joining in as one huge unified group of people on stage. There were no barriers, no distinc-
tions. But rather, God’s wonderful people enjoying and honoring each other and Him. It was a
true picture of what I believe heaven will be like - all nations, tribes and tongues coming together
to worship their Creator. When we choose to forgive and choose to honor, this is the heart of Crea-
tor God.
